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IX NAPLES HUMAN RIGHTS FILM FESTIVAL

CALL FOR COMPETITION

The 9th Edition of the Naples Human Rights Film Festival (“SEA, WALLS AND BARBED WIRE” will take place from 6th to 11th November 2017 in the City of Naples. The Festival is organized by the Festival Steering Committee which consists of experts and associations that have been supporting the event since its inception. First and foremost among them is the "Cinema e Diritti” cultural association, which founded the Festival in 2008 and these days still coordinates and promotes it.

II - Objectives and Sections

This call for applications is aimed at authors of audiovisual works willing to compete for the prizes and mentions within the categories the competition is divided into.

The Festival Steering Committee will make the first selection by choosing the works to be screened and submitted to the final Jury. The Jury will then choose the winners for each category and the special mentions to be awarded.

Selected works can be documentaries, fictions and animation films describing aspects of current affairs with a special focus on the socio-cultural / economic / environmental issues that both globalization and the crisis of traditional development models have so unequivocally put at the centre of the global community's attention. A special regard will be reserved to all works concerning imaginative solutions, good practices and forms of resistance to civil degradation that communities, associations and private citizens alike experience worldwide on a daily basis.

Warmly welcomed will be works addressing cases of individual or collective denunciation of all sorts of human rights infringiments, be it threats, abuse, violence, dictatorships, discrimination and aggression against individual belonging to ideological or ethnic minorities or socially disadvantaged groups (older people, minors, women, migrants, disabled, sick, people affected by physical and/or mental illnesses, oppressed, indigenous peoples, etc.).

The 9th edition of the Naples Human Rights Festival (HRFF) is made up of two sections:

A)              HUMAN RIGHTS DOC, open to works exceeding 30 minutes.

B)              HUMAN RIGHTS SHORT open to short films whose duration shall be less than 30 minutes

and two non-competitive sections:

C) HUMAN RIGHTS ANIMATION open to animation works

CI) HUMAN RIGHTS VR360, open to works realized with the help of VR360 (immersive reality) technology of less than or equal to 20 minutes

III – How to submit works to the competition

Tender applications require explicit acceptance of these internal rules through the FILMFREEWAY.COM platform. The registration of each film involves the payment of a symbolic 5 € fee. As works will be uploaded to the FILMFREEWAY platform authors will also supply:

A) a full-length copy of their work with subtitles in Italian or English;

B) a disclaimer which can be found on www.cinenapolidiritti.it and that nees to be duly signed;

C) a short trailer of their work (with a maximum duration of 1 min);

D) an exhaustive technical file including synopsis, director's notes and relative source documentation;

E) the author's curriculum and filmography;

F) a photo of the author/s and two photos of the work, in high resolution and in .jpg or .png format;

G) the legally binding competition notice signed and accepted by the author;

H) Secure postal, email and telephone contacts of the author/s and / or the person in charge of the application.

Authors and / or Producers, in a signed declaration to be sent to the Festival in .pdf or .jpeg format, available on www.cinenapolidiritti.it will take full responsibility for the contents of their work and declare to have completed all the formalities relating to the property rights of their work and have fulfilled any obligation towards third parties deriving from copyright laws.

All documentation must be attached in Italian or English language.

IV - Terms and conditions of the competition and selection phase

The four sections of the Festival will accept works of author/s dating back to 1st January 2015 at the earliest and regularly submitted to the comittee by 15th September 2017. Works should be based on subjects mentioned in the art. 2 "Objectives and Sections of the Competition".

Documentaries and short films will be viewed and selected by a committee composed of experts nominated by the Festival Steering Committee. The works selected for the 9th Naples HRFF Festival final prize will be scheduled and screened following an extensive advertising campaign and with the acknowledgement of the single authors.

FIVE works among those selected in the HUMAN RIGHTS VR360 section will be screened during the final prize-giving evening through virtual reality eyewear and stereo headphones.

The best works of HUMAN RIGHTS ANIMATION section will be recommended to the Festivals of the Human Rights Film Network.
Each author/s can submit a wider selection of his works but only one film, duly selected by the Commission, can take part in the competition.
Works produced or sponsored by commercial companies or regarded as their advertising instruments will be rejected.

The results of the selection will be communicated via e-mail to the candidates and published on the website http://cinenapolidiritti.it/web/ 25th October 2017. If no work meets the minimum requirements for admission, the organization will reserve the right to cancel the relative Festival section(s).

The authors of the selected works will be granted sufficient time to send their film in the format required for projection.

V - Outcome of the competition and prizes

Works admitted to the official selection of the 9th edition of the Naples Human Rights Film Festival will be subject to final evaluation of a Jury of Experts comprising a maximum of 5 members selected among film directors, cinema reporters, personalities chosen for their active engagement in the fields of culture and human rights. Jury members are selected by the Festival Steering Committee. 

The selection of Jury members will be announced through various media channels (print, media, radio, etc.). A prize will be awarded to the winner of each of the two main sections.

In addition to the two main accolades, the Festival Selection Committee will give a Special Mention (named after Vittorio Arrigoni and Juliano Mer Khamis) to the best of any submitted works which will have depicted with courage, passion and independence, examples of unknown struggles and of modern civil activism through the use of original communicative techniques and experimental language forms.

Finally, a popular Jury nominated by a selection of the Festival's main partners (universities, schools, associations, organizations, etc.) will assign a Special Mention to a work selected among those competing in the two official sections.

The winners of the "Human Rights Short" and “Human Rights Long” sections will be granted the right to participate in one Europe's Human Rights Film Network's festivals whose scope is to show works depicting the world of Human Rights activism.

For each winner, the "Cinema and Rights" association will agree to cover the travel expenses (up to a maximum of 500 €) of the person representing the film.


The sum will be paid upon presentation of the travel certificates.

Both films receiving the Special Mention Arrigoni-Mer Khamis and the Mention of the Popular Jury will be broadcast on the Human Rights Film Network and on the Network of Coffee Suspended Festivals, upon submission of suitable copies with subtitles in English.

VI– Clauses

Authors and producers will implicitly consent, upon enrolment, to the use and broadcasting of 90 seconds of their work for the promotion of the Festival. Admission to the Festival will grant the Festival organizers the right to free photographic reproduction and broadcasting of film extracts whose duration will not exceed 3 minutes, intended for the promotion of the Festival in press, television and on the internet.


By enrolling in the Naples Human Rights Film Festival every single author, producer or distributor will be sole responsible for any of their submitted work's contents and for any copyright issues that might arise after the projection of their works. The participant is responsible for the veracity of the content contained in the Festival's promotion and communication materials (catalogue, internet site, press releases, etc.) in the event of selection.


This regulation is signed and uploaded, along with the required attachments, on the FILMFREEWAY.COM platform.

In the event of any dispute, the Court of Naples shall have jurisdiction.
Personal data will be processed in accordance with the law 31/12/1996 n ° 675 and subsequent modifications and additions.
